Instant Drosophila Medium

Directions:

1.  Add 1 scoop (______________) of dry medium flakes to a vial.

2.  Add 1 scoop (______________) cool tap water to vial.

3.  Add 3 grains of dry yeast to vial (sprinkle on top of mixture).

**Yeast are single-celled fungi that do fermentation (anaerobic cell respiration).  One of the metabolic byproducts of this respiration is carbon dioxide (CO2).  

Too much CO2 will kill drosophila or make them sterile so it is VERY IMPORTANT TO ONLY ADD 3 GRAINS OF YEAST.  You can add flies after a couple of minutes or set aside for the next day.
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
